2009 Mileage Rates

IRS’s 2009 standard mileage rates for calculating the deductible
costs of operating an automobile, van, pickup or panel truck for
business effective January 1, 2009, will be $.55 per mile. Re-
member if your business reimburses employees at a rate less than
this, they can take the difference as a deduction on their indi-
vidual tax return. ®

American with Disabilities Act (ADA)
Amendments

The new ADA amendments that expand the definition of disabil-
ity are effective January 1, 2009. Congress passed them with the
intent of increasing the number of people covered by the ADA.
Employers with 15 or more employees are covered by ADA.

The Equal Employment Opportunity Commission (EEOC) an-
nounced it will issue new regulations in accordance with these
changes. Lawyers, HR personnel and employers need to quickly
educate themselves on what all of these changes mean to busi-
nesses.
